Student Mid-Year Reports 

Student reports provide you with a clear picture of your child’s progress.  They are used in all Victorian 

Government schools to report student achievement in Prep to Year 10.  

The reports will show a five point A to E rating in a graphical representation that shows achievement 

against the expected Victorian Curriculum for the reporting period from February to June.  If your child 

receives a “C” rating, then your child is progressing normally and is on track with their learning.  If your 

child receives a “B” rating they are 6 months above the expected level for this time of year or an “A” rating 

means they are 12 months or more above the expected level for this time of the year.  Student effort, 

behaviour and attendance are also included in the report.  

Not all areas of achievement are reported at each level of the school and parents will find that more complex 

curriculum will be reported from Year 3 to 6 such as Civics and Citizenship and Science.  The specialist 

reports include a rating and a written description of the skills being taught in Visual Art, Physical Education 

and Information and Communication Technologies (ICT).   

Reports and Student Portfolios will be distributed to parents on Thursday 29th June.
